Some have yet to hear it, which is why we are so aggressive  
in our missions approach overseas. Because of our familiarity  
with the Gospel, and the frequency with which it is presented,  

we could be tempted to take it for granted. This would be a serious 
mistake -- especially if we chose to not believe in Jesus or delayed 

our commitment to Him. For over time as you resist the Gospel,  
it can become less appealing to you. This is a dangerous slope.
