What does it mean to covet?

To intensely desire something that belongs to someone else.

Coveting is dangerous because:

1. It is a subtle attacker.
Mark 7:21-22; 1 Corinthians 6:9-10; Ephesians 5:5

2. It is motivated by envy.
Genesis 3:6

3. It triggers other sins.
Luke 12:15; James 4:1-2a
