Pharisees who had become Jesus’ followers attempted to re-introduce
the Law of Moses as necessary for salvation. They wanted to impose

legalistic restrictions on new Gentile believers. Unfortunately, legalism still
poisons the Church today. Can anything be done to stop it?

Live under grace!

Legalism teaches that salvation comes by “grace plus ....."

God’s Word teaches salvation by grace alone

through faith alone in Jesus alone! Ephesians 2:8-9

Two principles for grace-only living:

¢ Do not restrict others with non-biblical requirements.
Acts 15:1-3

¢ Gladly restrict your freedom for the sake of others.
Acts 15:19-21; 1 Corinthians 9:19-21

no means cast out.” (John 6:37).
