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The early Church experienced great opposition to their message. In light of
this opposition and persecution, the Church pressed forward in bold ways.
Instead of retreating, the Church recognized who God was, placed their
confidence and hope in His abilities and sought Him out in prayer.
As they prayed, they moved ahead in the power of the Holy Spirit ...
and we can do the same.

When you are overwhelmed, pressed, pressured, or
experiencing opposition, remember how the early Church responded:

Pray Boldly!

Charged my life...

The believers prayed together. Acts 4:24

The believers prayed for boldness. Acts 4:29
